Making ICE into DICE is not allowed.

2. Adding -S or -ES to make a plural is not allowed. Making BID into ABIDES is good.
Making BIT into OBITS is not allowed — it’s a plural.

3. Hyphenated words are not allowed. Computer assistance is discouraged — at least
until you've tried them all.
